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Frequently asked questions regarding your trial lesson voucher

Q What do I get

A 
You will receive a voucher for trial lessons in one of our K13 training Gliders with a British Gliding Association trained and approved Instructors. You will also receive 1 month’s trial membership of the club with the option for further lessons in the month at additional cost

Q what does the lesson involve
A 
You will be given a comprehensive briefing regarding safety within airfield operations for yourself and any visitors accompanying you. 
You will be shown around the aircraft and introduced to the controls and instruments.
When ready you will be launched by our powerful diesel engined winch to a height of around 1000’ above the airfield. As a rule, unless you are an experienced aviator, the first lesson will be an introduction to the joy of silent flight. Any further flights will involve as much hands on flying as is decided between you and the instructor

Q do I have to be superman to learn

A 
No, certainly not. Gliding is a sport enjoyed by people of all shapes and sizes. We cannot send anyone solo under the age of 16. People over 16 stone or over 6’6” tall struggle to get into most gliders but we will accommodate almost anyone. The oldest active members of the club are well into their eighties.

 Q what should I bring

A 
Outdoor clothing, packed lunch and a bucket full of enthusiasm. We will do the rest.

Be warned though, airfields are cold places so an extra layer of clothing might be appropriate. Ladies, no skirts or high heels please.
Q When should I come

A 
Any weekend or Wednesday. Try to arrive at the airfield about 10.00 am for briefing etc. it is not normally necessary to book.

We do not fly in conditions of rain falling snow high winds or fog so a check of the weather forecast may be in order

Q How do I find you.

A
From Louth A157 to Withern turn right gliding club is signed from main road
From Alford follow road towards Mablethorpe gliding club signed from this road, likewise from Mablethorpe
